PREFACE

Given the rapid pace of digitalization in the European Union,
effective models for integrating digital technologies into all sectors of
the economy are being developed and implemented, which increase
the competitiveness of the state and improve the economy. At the same
time, in the context of global transformations, increased competition,
and accelerated pace of innovation, it is important to study, adapt,
and implement European practices in Ukraine, which are crucial
for the modernization of the Ukrainian economy. Accordingly, the
application of such approaches will help to increase the productivity,
competitiveness, transparency, sustainability and investment
attractiveness of the national economy on the global stage. In addition,
in the context of Ukraine’s European integration aspirations and
the need to harmonize domestic policy with European standards of
digital development, the issue of digital transformation is becoming
particularly relevant. Scientists have covered a wide range of issues in
terms of researching European digitalization practices, determining the
methodological foundations for the digitalization of business processes
in the context of transformation and sustainable development, and
shaping the directions of digital business transformation in Ukraine.

The monograph is devoted to the disclosure of the theoretical
foundations of the digitalization of the economy, the formation of
methodological and practical recommendations for the implementation
of the European experience of using digital technologies in the
Ukrainian economy in the wartime and postwar period.

The first section is devoted to identifying the peculiarities of
adapting European digitalization practices to the realities of the
Ukrainian economy, namely, the introduction of digital platforms,
marketplaces and the development of enterprise strategy.

The third section covers topical issues of digital transformation
of business as a tool for improving the competitiveness and
economic security of Ukraine.

A study of the FEuropean
experience of digitalization of the tourism industry was conducted.

The collective monograph offers theoretical and methodological
generalisations, conclusions and practical recommendations that
will be useful for scientists, teachers, students to higher education
institutions, postgraduates, doctoral students, practitioners, represen-
