THE WORK OF CHERNIVTSI LITHUANIAN STUDIES CENTRE
DURING THE WAR TIME IN UKRAINE

The need for specialists fluent in more than one foreign language is still
growing in Ukraine. The interest for Lithuanian is stipulated by common historic past
of Lithuania and Ukraine, economic, social, cultural and educational prerequisites.
The Lithuanian language and culture optional course, offered by the Baltic Studies
Centre of Yuriy Fedkovych Chernivtsi National University, is rather popular among
the students. The work of the Centre in the times of war of Russia against Ukraine
became a real challenge, due to external factors, connected which constant threats of
shelling, frequent blackouts and internal factors which arise as a reaction to trauma.
According to the data of Ministry of Education of Ukraine 37 % of universities
conducted the teaching and learning process remotely, 9 % - offline and 54 % worked
with a mixed form. Chernivtsi Baltic Centre began the academic year offline, but due
to constant bombing of the country shifted to a mixed form of the study. Studies have
proved that living in a war conditions students experience multiple trauma which can
influence their physical and mental health, and consequently — memory and cognitive
abilities, thus hampering their learning abilities. Ukrainian teachers are using various
emotion-focused teaching strategies aiming at lowering students’ level of anxiety.
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
