Mammad Said Ordubadi, primarily recognized in Azerbaijani literature
as the founder of the historical novel genre, is also the author of several
magnificent dramatic works. However, unlike his novels, the majority
of his plays never reached the stage.

The primary reasons cited for this are the author's time constraints and
the demanding administrative roles (such as editorships, etc.) he held during
the Soviet era. According to the unwritten conventions of the theatrical
milieu, the production process necessitated close collaboration between
the playwright and the director, including textual revisions and a significant
commitment of time to the theater.

Constantly engaged in creative pursuits while simultaneously holding
positions in state affairs, Ordubadi lacked the time to frequent theater
corridors. Due to these objective circumstances, many of his plays, which
had the potential to win the acclaim of readers, unfortunately remained
without stage production.
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
